PLEASE DON T FEED THE.....

The Florida Fish and Wildlife Conservation Commission
has prohibited intentional feeding of wild bears, foxes,
raccoons, and sandhill cranes. The rule is a result of
unnatural feeding altering the natural feeding behavior of
wildlife and posing a threat to human safety. Foxes and
raccoons are two of the most common carriers of rabies
in Florida. Bears that learn to associate people with food
often pose threats to people and property. Sandhill
cranes are very large, potentially dangerous birds, which
may be aggressive while nesting or if threatened.

We have seen many cases of people with the best of
intentions upset the balance of nature by feeding wildlife.
A wild population on any small area of undeveloped land
will, if left alone, stabilize at the numbers that the habitat
can support. Feeding can produce an overpopulation of
one or several species, and can produce severe
consequences, especially if feeding is stopped abruptly.
Overpopulation can also lead to the spread of diseases.
Animals fed a diet not appropriate to their species may
become sick or injured as a result of poor nutrition.

If you currently feed any of these species, please slowly
decrease amounts and frequency of feedings. If
possible, move food farther from your home as you
decrease it. The wildlife will find other food sources, or
disperse to areas that have more abundant food. Truly
caring for wildlife means doing what is best for them,
letting them live wild without human dependence.
