Welcome Our New Neighbor…  
Rep. Bob Allen 

 
Representative Bob Allen (R-Merritt Island) and his 
family have recently moved into Windover Farms. He 
strongly supports Windover and is against any 
annexation plans which might be attempted. 
 
Representative Bob Allen is pleased to have this 
opportunity to discuss some of the key issues that he will 
be addressing during the 2004 Legislative session.  Rep. 
Allen has been one of Central Florida’s voices in 
Tallahassee since his 2000 election and he has 
subsequently been re-elected in 2002.  He currently 
serves as a valued member of the Orange County 
Legislative Delegation, as Chairman of Brevard County’s 
Legislative Delegation and as:

·  Chairman of the House Banking and Securities 
Committee 

·  Appropriation Committee for Transportation and 
Economic Development

Rep. Allen’s 2004 legislative agenda includes: 
 
HB 979: The Home Buyers Protection Act 
 As The Orlando Sentinel Pointed out in its 

recent series on new construction problems, this 
bill’s protections are important parts of managing 
the quality of life for Florida’s citizens as they 
achieve the American Dream.  There have been 

numerous reports on the escalating problems 
caused by poor workmanship in home and 
building construction.  While this problem has 
many facets and is the likely bi-product of 
Florida’s amazing growth, making sure that 
buildings have the highest quality licensed 
professionals inspecting new construction is a 
needed step to protecting the hard working men 
and women who are buying houses and making 
homes throughout the State of Florida. 

 
HJR 0003:  The Budget Sanity Restoration Act (High 

Speed Rail Repeal) 
 This is a vital initiative Rep. Allen has begun on 

behalf of the voters of the entire state of Florida.  
This resolution when passed will place the 
controversial High Speed Rail Amendment on 
the ballot for voters to re-consider their vote 
knowing how expensive the train will be.  This 
House Joint Resolution enjoys bipartisan 
support in both the House and the Senate and is 
a priority for Governor Bush. Rep. Allen is 
presenting this resolution to the Florida 
Legislature because he feels that as an elected 
leader he has an obligation to inform the voters 
of the state of the immense costs associated 
with such a rail system, and allow them to get off 
the train and cast a more informed vote. 

 
HB 0021: The Insurance Consumers Protection Act 
 Homeowners insurance rates are going through 

the roof. This is a bill to dissolve the insurance 
insider’s arbitration panel and give real authority 
to the people’s elected Insurance commissioner 
(CFO).  This bill is designed to give consumers 
the kind of protection from rate increases that 
they deserve and give the final decisions for rate 
filings to the agency that is accountable to the 
consumer, rather than to a panel of industry 
insiders. 

 
These are three of Rep. Bob Allen’s top priorities in the 
coming Legislative Session, and he looks forward to 
serving the people of Florida’s Space Coast Community, 
Orange County and East Central Florida during the 
coming session. 
 
Other Bills filed by Rep. Allen include: 
 
HB 0419: An Act Relating to Engineers 
HB 0181: An Act Relating to Enforcing Instruments 
HB 0597: An Act Relating to Law Enforcement Officers 
HB TBD: An Act Relating to Tougher Laws on Child 
Pornography
